Present Conditions of Business Group

With respect to our Group (filing company and the affiliated companies of the filing company), one
subsidiary (Arisawa P. G. Co., Ltd.) hasincreased and regarding Color Link Japan Co., Ltd., asubsidiary has
become an affiliated company due to a decrease in sharehol ders equity.

The Group consists of the Company, 14 subsidiaries and 7 affiliated companies and has been engaged in
sales of electronic materias, display materias, electric insulation materials and industrial application
structural materials. Our companies also conduct such business as the sales of products related to each
business, distribution and other services and sales of sporting goods.

Positioning and relationship to each segment by business category of our group are as follows. In this regard,
the classification of two businesses, “Manufacture and sales business of industrial materials, etc.” and “ Other
businesses’ are the same as the segment information by business category set forth in “No. 5 Segment
Information of Accounting Condition”.

(1) Manufacture and Sales of Industrial Materials, etc.

1) Electronic materials
The Company carries out manufacture and sales of base materials for flexible and rigid printed-
wiring boards, etc., to be used as electronic materials and Arisawa Fiber Glass Co., Ltd., one of our
subsidiaries conducts manufacture of glass cloth for printed-wiring boards. An affiliated company,
Taiflex Scientific Co., Ltd. is engaged in the manufacture and sales of base materials for flexible
printed-wiring boards.

2) Display Materias
The Company manufactures and sells Fresnel lenses and anti-reflection plates, etc. for rear
projection TV's used as display materials and Arisawa Optec Co., Ltd., a subsidiary, manufactures
and sdlls anti-glare filters, etc.,, and Arisawa P. G. develops special optical glasses. Also, an
affiliated company, Polatechno Co., Ltd. carries out manufacture and sales of polarizing plates for
liquid crystal displays, etc., and Scala Co., Ltd. carries out the manufacture and sales of optical
apparatuses for the medical field, while Color Link Japan Co., Ltd. is engaged in the manufacture
of specia optical films.

3) Electric Insulation Materials
Arisawa Fiber Glass Co., Ltd., a subsidiary, manufactures glass cloth tapes used as electric
insulation materials and the Company sells these while other subsidiaries Yuai Sangyo Ltd. and
Howa Sangyo Ltd. and an affiliated company, Tochio Nakajin Shosen, Ltd. manufacture these
products.
Also, the Company manufactures and sells mica tapes for fireproof electrical wiring, pre-preg for
electrical insulation, etc., while subsidiaries, Myoko Shinko Co., Ltd. and Arisawa Resin Co., Ltd.

4) Industrial application structural materials
While the Company manufactures and sells FW molded products used as industrial application
structural materials, and honeycomb panels and pre-preg, etc., for aircraft, Arisawa Polywork Co.,
Ltd., a subsidiary, and, Shinao Co., Ltd. an affiliated company manufacture drawing molded
products and FRP ski sheets, etc.

5) Others
Related products of 3) and 4) in the above are sold by the Company and also by Arisawa Kenhan
Co., Ltd. In addition, Arisawa Distribution Ltd., a subsidiary, is engaged in warehouse
management and logistics of related products.

Eagle Co., Ltd., asubsidiary, operates a driving range, Arisawa Sporting Goods Co., Ltd. sells sporting
goods and Kei Ski Garage Ltd. manufactures and sells sporting goods.

Corporate Policy

The Company has set out “creation, innovation and challenge’ as the corporate philosophy and has
established a corporate policy that promotes differentiated businesses through speed and mobility,
anticipating changes in the market and contributing to social development.

Based on its corporate policy, the Company aims at creating corporate value and increasing shareholder
value through improvements in customer satisfaction levels, increased speed in new product development
and strengthening profitability viathorough cost reductions.

Basic Policy for Profit Distribution

Regarding the dividend policy of the Company, profit returns to all shareholders are a top priority of
management. While the Company pays attention to internal reserves, preparing for future business
development and strengthening corporate structure, the Company has decided on a policy of implementing
profit distribution coupled with performance, based on the concept of mixmizing dividend to all shareholders.
With respect to internal reserves, the Company will appropriate capital for research and development and
capital investment for business expansion, etc., in order to increase profits for our shareholders in the future.
Specificaly speaking, the amount of capital investment in FY 2003 was 3,670 million yen and in FY 2004, it
is estimated to reach 4,360 million yen.

In order to secure shareholder-oriented management, improvement in liquidity of shares of the Company and
expansion of investors, a resolution was adopted at a meeting of the board of directors held on February 20,
2003, which will split, asat May 19, 2003, 1 stock into 1.1 stocks (free issue) to shareholders as of March 31,
2003. Thisisthe fourth consecutive implementation of the split since FY 1999,

Target Management Index

Our target management index is set out for mid and long-term as follows: a new product sales ratio exceeds
50%, ordinary profit is of more than 12% and ROE (Return on Equity) is of more than 10%. Particularly,
with respect to a new product sales ratio, we have moved above 50% compared with that of 35% in the
previous year by accelerating the speed of development through strengthening of devel opment resources.

Mid and Long-Term Corporate Strategy

The Company will concentrate business resources in the electronic materials and display materials fields and,
with provision of members contributing highly added value produced by our unique technology, aim at
achieving the top share in the niche market into which larger companies have difficulty entering. In the
field of electronic materials, we aim at increasing the share of flexible printed circuit boards materials and in
the field of display materials, we will make efforts to increase productivity of Fresnel lenses and sales of
anti-reflection plates and films.

Tasksto be Tackled by the Company

Tasks with top priority are as follows, which must be tackled by the Company to survive international

competition.

1) Toam at becoming atechnologicaly oriented company possessing high level technology by promoting
speedy and flexible customer relations and development of unique technology.

2) To enhance the operational efficiency of the organization and increase the individual capacity to support
operations.

3) To redize more efficient use of business resources through implementation of “scrap and build,”
anticipating changes in the marketplace.

4) Toam at utilizing a network system and promoting reinforcement of mobility through anticipation and
sharing of information.

Our Group aims to gather highly accurate information in order to carry out expeditious decision-making. To
achieve this objective, we believe it is desirable to have a management system of a selected few appointed
directors as required minimum number. We have aso introduced the outside directors system to incorporate
the opinions of the outside and the board of directorsis aforum for chief decision making. In implementation
of day-to-day business activities, we have introduced an operating officers system.
In order to improve communications with our shareholders and investors, we have carried out active and
expeditious disclosure activities, including disclosure of quarterly settlements, a closing presentation meeting,
company briefing, etc.

The Company has entered into alegal counsel contract with the Toshiaki Kawakami Law Firm and
receives legal advice, when appropriate. The Company receives an ordinary business audit through
the Shin Nihon Audit Corporation, which is an accounting auditor.

One outside director among the two is an advisor to clients of the Company and the clients are also our
sharehol ders.
Two auditors among three auditors are full-time auditors of our client banks and the client banks are
also our shareholders.

Business Results

In the current consolidated accounting period, economic conditions remained extremely severe due to
deterioration in the US economy and a decrease in domestic capital investment, sluggish stock markets and
worsening employment conditions.

In related industries of the Company, in the electronics materials field, supplies of materials for
information related devices, including DVDs, digital cameras and mobile phones have increased. In the
display materials field, demand for projection TVsin the markets of the United States and China has increased.



Supply of optical film materials has increased due to growth of LCD projectors. In the applied industrial
structure materials field, sales have increased dlightly as a result of an increase in orders for FRP seawater
desdlination pipes. With respect to the electric insulation materials field and related products, sales have
decreased due to the decline in capital investment and the continued stagnation in the domestic economy.

Under such circumstances, our Group has concentrated business resources in electronic materials and
display materials as well as accelerated development of new products, along with allocating business
resources more efficiently and implementing thorough cost reductions. As a result, consolidated sales of the
Company reached 37,004 million yen (increase of 28.9% over the previous year). Regarding profits, operating
profits totaled 4,435 million yen (increase of 39.9% over the previous year) and ordinary profit reached 5,276
million yen (increase of 39.2% over the previous year) while net profit was 3,119 million yen (increase of
32.2% over the previous year).

Sales of the parent company only recorded 34,594 million yen (32.7% increase over the previous year).
In the electronic materias field, information-related devices, including mobile phones, digital cameras and
flexible printed wiring boards materials for DVDs have grown to record a sales increase of 49.1% over the
previous year. In the display materials field, sales have increased by 48.7% over the previous year due to an
increase in Fresnel lenses and anti-reflection plates on account of growth in projection TVs and an increasein
front board processing for PDPs. In the electric insulation field, income has decreased by 7.1% due to the
contractions in domestic capital investment of each electric power company. In the applied industrial structure
materials field, income has recorded an increase of 2.9% from the previous year as a result of an increase in
FRP seawater desalination pipes. With respect to related products, income was down by 21.5% from the
previous year due to a decrease in the sales of purchased goods. With respect to profits, operating profit was
4,382 million yen (increase of 41.7% over the previous year), ordinary profit was 4,552 million yen (increase
of 32.9% over the previous year) and net profit reached 2,469 million yen (increase of 22.9% over the
previous year).

Performance Forecast

The Japanese economy remains uncertain in the immediate future and it is unlikely to recover soon.
Accordingly, a severe business environment is expected to continue. Under such circumstances, the Company
will tackle the aforementioned tasks with an increase in revenues and profits as atop priority.

With respect to the forecast of consolidated results for the full year, we expect sales of 44,500 million
yen (20.3% increase over the previous year) due to an increase in sales of the electronic materials and display
materials fields. As for profits, we expect ordinary profit of 7,250 million yen (increase 37.4% over the
previous year) and net profit of 4,300 million yen (increase 37.9% over the previous year).

Regarding the parent company only, sales are anticipated to be 42,000 million yen (increase 21.4% over
the previous year), ordinary profit will reach 6,050 million yen (increase 32.9% over the previous year) and
net profit of 3,350 million yen (increase 35.7% over the previous year) is expected. We have set a exchange
rate as ¥120 = $1.

Cash Flow

Cash and cash equivaents at the end of the current consolidated fiscal year (hereinafter referred to as
“Funds’) were 5,773 million yen, which increased by 521 million yen from the end of the previous FY.
Conditions of cash flow and each factor are as follows.

(Cash Flow from Operating Activities)

In addition to an increase in Funds revenues due to an expansion in performance in electronic materials
and display materials field, on account of an increase in purchase liabilities, etc., cash flow from operating
activities recorded Funds revenues of 6,783 million yen, which was a 63.8% increase from the previous fiscal
year.

Cash flow from investment activities recorded a use of Funds of 5,381 million yen, which was a 22.8%
increase from the previous fiscal year as aresult of Funds operations and acquisition of fixed assets.
(Cash Flow from Financial Activities)

Cash flow from financial activities recorded a use of Funds of 799 million yen due to repayment of
borrowings, etc. In the previous fiscal year, 3,951 million yen in Funds revenues have been earned due to the
issuance of new stock.
